Extra Town Park Master Planning Retreat for March 4:  
Members agreed to continue a quick discussion at the end of the meeting regarding the punch list of items members were working on and how to proceed with a Request For Proposal, its scope of work and objectives.

Old Business
There were no comments on old business.

New Business
PRAC member openings:
Dan Skinner resignation:  Scott OBrien let the PRAC know that Dan Skinner has excused himself from service because his company hopes to compete for the Town Park Master Plan Project.
Lucinda Burns who lives on 3 Rivers Street in Dillon is considering joining the PRAC.  She is a former Town Council Member and would like to continue to serve the Town.
An additional opening for a Dillon Resident is still available. 

PRAC Officer Positions: Tabled until April 1.

Ice skating survey discussion
Planning for next winter, Scott OBrien said he would resend out the Silverton Survey for ice rinks so that PRAC could review it at the April 1 meeting.  PRAC could consider an ice rink facility for perhaps the Marina Park parking lot.  A liner with a perimeter would cost approximately $40-$50,000.  Maintenance would include flooding and maintaining the ice surface.  Attachments to maintain the ice are available for existing Public Works equipment.  The restrooms do have heat at Marina Park and the concession building could be used.  Ice skate rental and refreshment concession could be contracted
	Scott asked PRAC members to review the survey.
Barb Richard and Ruth West asked if the Marina Pavilion could be framed in to become a year round facility that would work with an ice rink.

Saturday Morning Adventures programming:
Scott OBrien stated that the following non-profits were interested in conducting programs:  Colorado Division of Wildlife: Bear Aware; Friends of the Dillon Ranger District: Wildflower Walk; Keystone Science School: Campfire Songs.  PRAC members also suggested perhaps a Summit Historical Society or Search & Rescue program or Alan Rice’s, Summit County Then & Now program.  Scott will bring a suggested schedule to the April 1 meeting.
 
Paver Program update
Scott Obrien stated that the Town of Dillon website company was creating a page for the program with details and order forms using a third party credit card processor.  The Pavers the PRAC had selected were not available, so a new similar product was being selected by Ned West of the paver company and the colors would match the Marina Pavilion fireplace. Once the color was confirmed, the pavers would be ordered.

Other Business
Rick Giamanco wanted to remind the group that shade structures for the Bocce court are needed and could those be included in budget planning for next year (July-Dec). Also he suggested that some updates need to be made on the Parks Web Pages.  PRAC members agreed to bring suggested changes to the April 1 meeting.

Stakeholder Lists:  Barb Richard is compiling HOA contacts and Sport group contacts.
Dillon Town Staff has access to business lists and has the ability to contact water and sewer users.  Dan Skinner won’t be providing a Dillon Community Church contact, so the contact will need to be identified.  Rick Giamanco has a contact at Colorado Mountain College as part of the school stakeholders.
Community Forum: PRAC had hoped to hold a community forum in late March, but the group agreed it was too late to complete.
Survey:  PRAC members agreed that a community survey is needed and a link on the Town Website for it will be needed.
Additional March Meeting: Members agreed to ask Jennifer Cassell to send out a Doodle to reschedule the meeting originally slated for tonight.  At that meeting the expectations for the consultant would be defined as well as the Scope of Work and Objectives for the Request for Proposal such as a community survey, public forums and key design deliverables.
